I saw him at Atlanta, Georgis with his
Company at the time of Sherman's raid and we visited each
ofther because we were cousins and had known each other
before the War. BEach time I saw him he had on his uniform
as a Confederate Soldier. And I visited him when he was
with his @ompany and with his Regiment. I personally

know that he served over a year as a Confederate soldier.

I have your letter of September 20, 1924, with which you in-
closed one from Mr. B, V. Swift, Attorney-at~Law, Palestine, Texas,
who, in behalf of Mre. H, J. Browm, alse known as Henry Jackson Brown,
1s desirous of securing his Civil War record in the Confederate Statea
Army, stating that be enlisted in 1864 at Greenvllle, Georgia, and served
in Company G, unier Captain J, J. Alforde In response I regret to inform
you that the name Henry Jackson Brown has not been found on the rolls of
any organizatiom from the State of Gaorgia in the Confederate States Army.

However, the name H. J. Brown, as a corporal of Company G, 28th
Regiment Georgia Infantry, C. 8. A., appears on a Register of Receiving
end Wayside Hoapital, No. 9, Riochmond, Virginia, which Register shows
that he was admitted to that hospital April 24, 1864, and disposed of
April 35, 1864, but the cause of his admssion or the nature of disposi~
tion is not shown. The name H. J. Brown is not borme on the muster rolls -
of Company G, 28th Regiment Georgia Infantry, C. 8. A., which rolls cover
in part the period from August 12, 1861 to December 31, 1868, nor has
any reocord of the service, capture or parole of a man of that name and
organizet ion been found.

- I have been mable to identify any record of a Captain J, J.
Alford in the Confederate States Armmy, and it is deemed proper to state
that qulte a nurber of men bearing the name Hemxy Je Brown and He Je
Brown are shown to have served im various other Confederate State Army
organizations, none of whom can be identified from the information far-
nished as the mem about whom inquiry is made. .

It is alsc deemed proper to state that the collection of Con-
federate records in this Department is far from complete and the failure
to find the complete record of any person thereon is by no means conclu~
sive proof that such persan did not serve during some period not covered

by the records on file, P

C.S.A., 1t may be that the State Commissioncr of Pensions
will accept the evidensce as gufficient proof of cervice
and award pension,

Occasionally sorme additional record can be
ohtained fror~ state officizls or historical scorieties
in States like Georgia, Virginia, and othere; but, so
far as my experience goes in handlinz auch natters, it
1e very seldom that much success is obtalined from suc
sources, I have, however, written the Georgla Historical
Soclety, Savannah, Georgia, for any addition=1 information
zt may he able to supply, and T shall be glad to advise you
further when an snswer has been received,
