; I have your letter of March 23, 1926, with which you inclosed
ane. herewith returned, from Messrs. CGotten and McCain, Attorneys &t

Law, Palestine, Texas, who dealre the military record of Frank Abner Pat-'-'

rick of Debrasy's Regiment, Gompeny G, 26th Texaa Cavalry, Gonfederate
States Army.

The records show that Fs &. Patrick (name not found as Frank
Abnar Patrick) enlisted November 9, 1862, for the period of the war,
and served as & private, (2d) Gompany G, 26th Texas Cavalry, C.S.A., 8lso
known &8s Debrsy's Regiment Texas Cavelry. He 1ls satisfactorily sccounted
. for on all rolls on file to and including the one for Jenuary and Febru-
ary, 1864, which is the latest on file &and reports him as present. No
later record of him has been found.

The collection of Confederate records on file in the Depart-
ment ia far from complete, end fallure to find the entire record of a
person thereon is by no means conclusive proof that he did not serve dur-
ing some period not covered by the records on file.
