It is shown by the Confederate records in this office, which
are incomplete, that one J. h. Shandley, nams also borne as John Shan-
dley, served as a private in Company E, 1lst Regiment South Carolina
Cavalry, C.S.A., and that he enlisted Jamuary 6, 1862, at Adams Run.

He was reported as present on the rolls of that company to and including
Decenber 31, 1864, subsequent to which date there are no rolls of the
company on fils. '

There is on file in this office a discharge certificate for
one John A. Shandley, of sald company, which shows that the soldler to
which it relates enlisted in the above mentionsd company Jammary 2, 1862,
and was honorably discharged Jammary 31, 1862, on account of being a
minor and a students He is described on that certificate as followss
Age 17 years, 5 feet 1 inch high, fair complexion, blue eyes, light hair,
farmer by occupation, bora in Orangeburg District, South Carolina. In

January, 1862, this company was known as Company E, 1st Battalion South
Carolina Cavalry.

It seems probable that the above records of service relate to
one and the same man. Nothing further has been found bearing on tha

subject of your inquiry. . }\
