The Union prisoner of war records
show that this soldier was captured
January 5, 1863, at Murfreesboro,
Tennessee; that he was parcled for
exchange April 30, 1863, and that
he was exchanged m& City Point, Vir-
mpﬁwm. May 2, 1863,

He is mwoés to have received his
monthly pay at Montgomery, Alabama,
July 25, 1863, while on furlough.
